Swaybar Reinforcement Bracket (Rear) – 2006+ Honda Civic
Purpose of Modification: 
The 2006+ Honda Civic has a relatively weak mounting point where the swaybar endlink connects to the rear trailing arm.  The RedShift Swaybar Reinforcement Bracket is 1.5x the thickness of the stock mounting bracket and the specific location of known weakness (tear location) features a larger radius than the stock bracket; so overall this modification provides for a much stronger endlink mounting point (more than 300% of stock).
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Installation Sequence
1. Remove rear swaybar endlinks.

2. Install RedShift Swaybar Reinforcement Bracket on the rear side of the stock endlink mounting bracket.

a. Use the provided lock washers and M8x1.25x15mm socket cap bolts to fasten the reinforcement bracket to the stock mounting bracket (M8x15mm use 16 lb*ft of torque).
b. For the best strength, you may also drill a 5/16” (11/32” gives you a bit more wiggle room) hole in the stock endlink mounting bracket where the 2nd set screw is located.  Simply mark the point using the reinforcement bracket as a template and drill (measure twice, drill once).  This 2nd hole is highly recommended for all aftermarket swaybar installations.  A very short hex socket driver and torque wrench can be fit to properly torque the M8 bolts.  If you cannot torque the M8 bolts, you may hand tighten them solidly and use thread lock to be sure they do not back out.

Note: You may also weld the reinforcement bracket to the stock mounting bracket if you prefer.
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Mark the location of the 2nd hole on the car using the new part as a template.
3. Reattach the swaybar endlink in the normal location.  The stock and known aftermarket endlink mounting rod/bolt is long enough to pass through the additional width of the new reinforced bracket.  The stock Honda endlink bolt (that attaches to the now-reinforced bracket) has a torque spec of 29 ft*lbs.
4. Enjoy your rear swaybar with no surprises!
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
